Board of Director Meeting Minutes

for July 20, 2009

1. Call To Order

(a) Chairman Dawn Lincoln called to order the regular meeting of the NHLA at 6:35pm on July 20, 2009 at Liberty Book Store in Concord, N.H.

2. Roll Call

3. Secretary’s Report – Paul Comeau, Jr.

(a) Michelle motioned to accept the minutes from the June 15 meeting. Carol seconded. The motion carried.

4. Treasurer’s Report – Carol McGuire

(a) Carol informed the board that the gun raffle was not the big success it has been in the past. One reason was not good salesmanship. Another reason was most people were looking for a sport-shooting gun, not a good conceal carry gun. The raffle only netted $425.00, not including the deduction for the Paypal user fee.

(b) The dinner itself was a success. It netted $525.00 minus the cost of the report cards and refunds to Dan G. and Beth G. Dawn said that in the past, the dinner has always broke even.

(c) The 50/50 raffle was a disappointment. It only netted $38. Again due to not good salesmanship.

(d) Paul motioned to accept the treasurer’s report of June 2009. Mark seconded. The motion carried.

(e) Carol informed the board that she will be resigning as treasurer as of Oct 1. The board will need to appoint a replacement for her since the treasurer’s election isn’t until April 2010, according to the by-laws. Carol will write a blurb on the treasurer’s responsibilities and duties for the newsletter to drum up requests.

5. Chairman’s Report – Dawn Lincoln

(a) Still looking for organizer for “Day at the Races” on September 20. Keith Carlsen will be unable to do it. Will need to put this into the newsletter.

(b) Political Director election is coming this September. Dan is still unsure if he will run again. If not, he will make his recommendations of good, qualified replacements. 

(c) Publicity of the NHLA is up since the Liberty Dinner. Mark’s discovery of Andrew Manuse has helped. Andrew’s press release has been posted on RedHampshire.com, BlueHamphsire.com, and Nashua Telegraph. Mark was interviewed on WGIR by Charlie Sherman for an hour and on Jennifer Horn’s radio program. Dawn will be in the Hippo Press.

(d) It was suggested to combine our candidate’s survey with that of other organizations such as NH Tea Party Coalition. After some discussion, it was agreed that it would not be beneficial due to the differences in some of the positions.

6. Membership Director’s Report – Michelle Levell

(a) Membership count to date is 1783 (up 24) and 16 lifetime (up 3). Cannot identify if increase was due to Porcfest.

(b) New temporary tri-fold brochure is updated and on the website for people to view and print. After annual meeting, tri-fold will need to be updated and finalized. Once completed, the board will look into the costs of getting the brochure printed in color and on glossy paper.

(c) Michelle suggested having the membership structure completed (including setting up payment method on website) for the end of August to be ready for September’s Political Director election.

(d) Michelle informed the board of discrepancies in the new “Full” membership plan and the by-laws specifically 2.1 and 3.6. 

(e) Regarding by-law 3.6, discussion began with pointing out that the new Full membership program conflicts with “Any member may become a Director” clause. It was suggested to change “Any” to “Full or Lifetime member” or “Voting member” and then define “Voting members” in 2.3.2. Dan suggested rewording to “members eligible to vote”. Dan motioned, Carol seconded, the board voted and motion carried.

(f) Regarding by-law 2.1, it was suggested to insert “basic” before member. Michelle motioned, Paul seconded, the board voted and the motion carried.

7. Political Action Director’s Report – Dan Itse
(a) Dan informed that the final date to submit bills for legislation is the end of September. Rep. Jen Coffey is submitting a “Montana Style” gun bill. Rep. Paul Ingbretson is submitting to kill No Child Left Behind. Dan is submitting son of HCR 6 and parental rights amendment. Someone else is submitting to reject National Health Care.

(b) It was mentioned that there needs to be more submissions to repeal laws that are obsolete or unenforceable.

(c) Dan also mentioned that there needs to be more redress of grievances.

8. Research Director’s Report – Jeremy Olson

(a) Jeremy informed that starting in August, he will be working on I.T. stuff with Denis (website, etc.).

(b) Jeremy also mentioned that he will be fixing the Liberty Rating before reprint (misspellings, making names match, etc.).

(a) Carol will be moderating the bill writing session.
