1. Call To Order

3. Secretary’s Report – Paul, Comeau, Jr.
(a) Paul was absent from this meeting due to death in the family and sent the September meeting to the Board via email.

(b) Steve motioned to accept the minutes from the September 18 meeting.  Joel seconded.  The motion carried.

4. Treasurer’s Report – Steve Villee

(a) Steve reported that we have $4,560.57 in PAC, $1,173.46 in Civic Action, and $5,346.54 in Operation for a grand total of $11,080.57 for the month of September. 

(b) Steve reported that the pace of paid memberships has increased recently.

(c) Joel noted that it is probably not the best time to be changing the Chairman position in the middle of election season.  The Board agreed and decided to table the discussion for another time.

(d) Joel motioned to accept the Treasurer’s Report.  Dan seconded. The motion carried.

5. Membership Director’s Report – Keith Ammon

(a) Keith reported that we have 2053 basic (down 10), 37 full (up 8), and 47 lifetime (up 3) for a total of 2138 members.

(b) Keith inquired about finding better ways of coordinating scheduling of events and volunteers.  After some discussion, the Board decided to table it until the next Board meeting.

6. Political Action Director’s Report –Rep. Joel Winters
(a) Joel reported that a candidate for Senate who received a 73% on his first survey submission had requested to resubmit the survey at the urging of another candidate.  The Board granted the request and the result was a 79.53% or 80% qualifying him for an endorsement.  The Board discussed via email and came to the consensus to endorse him (yes) but send him money (no).

(b) Joel motioned to endorse this candidate for his Senate race but not send him money and to do the same for future candidates who resubmit surveys that result in an endorsement for the 2010 election season.  Steve seconded.  The motion carried.

(c) Mark suggested sending a letter to all the endorsed candidates who won the general election reminding them of the NHLA and our endorsement, the Gold Standard, and expressing our enthusiasm of working with them in 2011.  The Board agreed.

(d) Keith reported on the concept of robo-calling, some requirements, and the assistance from Jason O.  After some discussion, the Board agreed to provide this vehicle to our endorsed candidates.  The Board agreed to investigate the legalities of robo-calling and Joel and Keith agreed to review candidates’ messages prior to sending them out making sure they abide by the legal requirements such as including the necessary disclaimer within the first 30 seconds.

7. Research Director’s Report – Dan Garthwaite

(a) Dan reported that he has some suggestions on improving the Bill Review system and Gold Standard and will provide samples for the next meeting.

(b) Dan reported that he will work on cleaning up back-up files and the search engine on the website.

8. Chairman’s and Vice Chairman’s Report – Eileen Landies and Sandy Pierre

(a) Kevin B. suggested hosting a “Meet the New Legislators” event for newly elected candidates for November 17.  Kevin B. agreed to organize this event.  After some discussion, the Board agreed.

(b) Joel motioned to host a “Meet the New Legislators” event and allocate $500 to fund this event.  Steve seconded.  The motion carried.

(c) Eileen reported that she wants to meet with previous and present Board members to discuss the vision of the NHLA.

(d) The Board formally thanked Mark for his services to the organization.
